Oh if we understood that sort, all of us, so we would not lose the grace of forgiveness of sin. It is so important not to neglect the grace of God and it is good that we all may ratify the heart with the grace and we must pray to God daily and hourly about this grace, so we become more incorporated into the Lord Jesus, so that we get to a living faith in him. He who is nascent faith and perfected. He has made a mission that as he walked into death for us and took away all our sins and this is forever and for all of us who believe in him. May we not neglect to read God's words and pray for one another in our prayers and let us be watchful when the bridegroom will come, so we may enter with him into the wedding hall and that of all of us, no one will be excluded, if possible is, but we like to meet each other in the justifies resurrection on the last big day, on Jesus right hand side. This lends us to God for Jesus Christi's sake. Amen!
