I think it's not so long ago, when I look back, but when I see how our children have grown up and become big, so we understand it was a few years ago. I think I see Herbert and Linnea when I want, how small they were then. So if we now saw them, we could probably not recognize them. Similarly, the three youngest children of August´s. I hear that they were visited by another family when you were in the Skokomish. Was it a religious family? It was very sad that Annie does not get better. Does August have to pay a lot for Annie where she is? Does Arvid live with you when he is working in the forest near you? Has August left his forest that he had kept on his first farm, in which all children are born? 

You'll have to excuse that I am so curios, but you know that I have always been that way. And it does not look  to grow away, although I am getting old. 

Does Mrs. Vigren write to August and the children now as before, or how is she and her family? 

Yes, now we have for a long time heard how our dear Savior walked the road of suffering. How patiently he endured all this, for our sake, and soon we will celebrate his death commemoration. But thank God that he remained not in the tomb. He arose on the third day and that is why we are happy, we who believe in him. We do not have a dead but a living Savior, who now sits at home with his father and beg and urge good for us. Oh, don´t we have a reason to praise and glorify and thank him for this great benefit that so many despise and reject. Oh if people would listen and adopt the invitation before it is too late. I am surprised also that Mrs. King has become so vain. And it is not something better among our Swedish people, so here we always pray that God ,if possible may, in his own way, come soon with a revival. 

I now have to finish because I want to send the letter now with Ingaborg when she goes to work.
