I will now write a few lines to you. First I want to thank you for the letter I got from you before Christmas, in which I see you then were healthy. Also we are gifted with the same good favor, for which we have much to thank God. Yes dear you, time rushes so fast. We start already to get old.   Yesterday I became 53 years old. Can you believe so? I can hardly believe it myself, but yet it is so. But I have begun to give away a lot of work, so you can understand you are put on the list for the relocation. May God give us a glorious place with him in heaven.

You probably think that I have waited too long to respond, but I do not know how it is. Time goes so fast. I thought, when I received the letter, now I have to write at once or it will not be done and so the time has gone until now. You mentioned in your letter and wondered if I had anything against you. If I did, you wanted me to forgive you. I do - I will forget to forgive. You may be thinking about that time when we were at home with father and mother. But we talked about that before you travelled away, that what we had between us we should forgive each other. So that I have no thoughts about. I hope you also do not think about that time in that case. But many times I think about how we were treated by my siblings when father and mother lived. The last time, as you may recall, I received letters both from you and August, which was not something I got happy about. August's letter, I have still lying in a box. I wonder what he was thinking about or what he thinking now. I wonder if you do not think at some point: “Lord Jesus, was I right when I wrote those letters, or should I not have asked first a little better?”

Now I have written too much about the old things, you might think, but that is how it appears at times. But above all, may God forgive us, for the sake of Christ our Saviour's, all our sins and purify us in his blood. This gives us God for his mercies' sake.
